         Students may reapply for subsequent semesters. 
 
NUMBER OF AWARDS:  Minimum award of $250.00 per year initially to increase by $50.00  
                                              increments as earned interest allows to a maximum of $500.00 per year. 
 
APPLICATION AND ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA: 
 
 o Must be a resident of Burlington County.   
 
 o Must be enrolled as a full-time or part-time student. 



 
 o Must maintain a minimum G.P.A. of 2.5 at Burlington County College in order to continue  
                scholarship.
