 In order to 
maintain funding every 
year, clubs are required 
to submit a budget pro-
posal to the Finance 
Committee.  Clubs 
seeking an increase in 
funding must attend a 

budget hearing and de-
tail how all funds will be 
utilized. The Finance 
Committee is made up 
of the Student Govern-
ment Treasurer, two stu-
dent appointees, as well 
as the Director of Stu-
dent Activities.  The 
committee will be meet-
ing on the week of 
March 26th to review all 

budget renewals. This 
process is designed to 
support student life on 
campus by funding stu-
dent interest organiza-
tions with appropriate 
oversight that ensures 
the proper allocation of 
funds.
